
Final Project_ sequence self-evaluation 
This is your final project in drawing. Conceptually you will use the artist William Kentridge as a model. Using charcoal, you will produce two drawings that relate as a sequence.
Kentridge creates many different drawings for his animated video. You only have to have two different sequences in your series.
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Your process is:

1. research Kentridge’s work. 

2. Begin developing ideas that you can render in sequence.

3. Work out sketchbook drawings.

4. Decide on two sequences and begin drawing.

5. Bring to critique. 

6. Alter based on crit.

7. Finish drawing

8. Fill out self-analysis sheet.
1. Did you develop your final idea using the process provided above? Explain.

2. Does your drawing have something that would make someone want to look at it besides you and your friends and family? What are those things?
